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Purchasing Update 

The Utah Procurement Code is the 

handbook for purchases made by 

almost all of the public entities in the 

State of Utah. “Except as provided in 

Section 63G-6a-107, this chapter (the 

Procurement Code) shall apply to every 

expenditure of public funds irrespective 

of the source of the funds, including 

federal assistance, by any procurement 

unit, under any contract.” (UCA 63G-

6a-105(2)(a))   

The underlying purposes and policies 

of Procurement Code are [63G-6a-

102]:   

(1) to simplify, clarify, and modernize 

the law governing procurement in 

the state; 

(2) to ensure the fair and equitable 

treatment of all persons who deal 

with the procurement system; 

(3) to provide increased economy in 

state procurement activities; and 

(4) to foster effective broad-based 

competition within the free 

enterprise system. 

Before the Procurement Code can fulfill 

those four purposes, the individuals 

involved in the Procurement process 

must have a firm understanding of the 

content contained therein. With the 

changes to the Utah Procurement Code 

that the Utah Legislature has enacted 

during each of the last few legislative 

sessions, a procurement professional 

must work to maintain current 

knowledge.   

As a procurement professional, do you 

know the Procurement Code? Do you 

have a copy of the Procurement Code 

that you review regularly?  Is it up-to-

date?  Do you reference your copy of 

the Procurement Code when you have 

a procurement question?  

If any of your answers were “no,”  

consider, downloading a copy of the 

current Procurement Code for your 

personal use from the Utah Legislative 

page:  le.ut.gov  Search for Title 63G 

General Government, Chapter 6a Utah 

Procurement Code or Ctrl-click on this 

link.    

The website has three download 

options for the Code: PDF, RTF, or 

XML.  Download the PDF version if you 

want to ensure that you don’t change 

the wording. Download the Rich Text 

Format (RTF), which opens in Microsoft 

Word, if you want to easily highlight, 

underline or change the color of the 

font.   

Regularly reviewing and building a firm 

understanding the Procurement Code is 

essential to ensuring fair and equitable 

treatment during the procurement 

process, making the best use of public 

funds, and avoiding questionable 

procurement practices that could lead 

to criminal activities.

Stationary Shelving: Consists of 

storage units such as cantilever and 

other static shelving or filing systems. 

Mobile Shelving – Motorized: 

Consists of storage units mounted on 

manufacturer’s track-guided carriages to 

form a compact storage system. System 

design permits access to any single aisle 

by moving units until the desired aisle is 

opened. The carriage/rail system 

provides uniform carriage movement 

along the total length of travel, even 

with unbalanced loads. 

Mobile Shelving – Mechanical: 

Consists of storage units mounted on 

manufacturer’s track-guided carriages to 

form a compact storage system. System 

design permits access to any single aisle 

by manually moving units until the 

desired aisle is opened. The carriage/rail 

system provides uniform carriage 

movement along the total length of 

travel, even with unbalanced loads. 

Mobile Shelving – Other: Consists of 

other mobile storage units not covered 

under the other categories. 

Rotary Shelving: Consists of double-

sided shelving that rotate 180 degrees 

allowing access to both sides from one 

position. System design allows for 2 

rows of shelving in areas where usually 

only one would fit, therefore maximizing 

floor space. 

Storage Products and Accessories: 

Consists of any additional storage 

products and accessories that 

complement the offered shelving and 

filing product lines. 

Along with the shelving and filing 

options these contracts also cover the 

following services: 

Customer Service: Service provided to 

purchasing entities before, during, and 

after the purchase and installation.
